Below you will find a summary of our accomplishments for 2010:

The chapter had four fund raising events this year: Ale-Fest, Wenatchee River Salmon Festival, Conservation Banquet and Christmas Lighting. The Conservation Banquet far exceeded our expectations. The hard work by members and donations from corporations and businesses was exceptional. We had over 200 attendees this year; we are shooting for 240 next year. A special thanks to Jack Squires and Carl Babiar are in order for putting on such a great event.

Chapter members assisted the Chelan County Natural Resources Department for 2 days of riparian work at the Leavenworth Golf Course. Members also conducted a one day Fish Lake clean-up, one day Icicle Creek clean-up and helped on the annual Wenatchee River clean-up. The chapter plans on conducting clean-ups for the above again next year.

Informational signs were made and installed on the Icicle Creek put-in and Wenatchee River take-out by the chapter. The signs will allow our chapter and other organizations to post information regarding fishing in our areas. Two picnic tables were made and installed at the Blackbird Acclimation/Kids Fishing Pond to make it more appealing to our youth and their parents. The chapter provided funding to Clark Dietz (Eagle Scout project) for installing steps at the chapter’s handicap fishing deck on the Icicle Creek. Chapter members spent 3 days in assisting the Leavenworth National Fish Hatchery Complex spawn salmon. This is a yearly event for the chapter. 

Chapter members were able to practice their fish cleaning skills at the Kids Fishing Day, Senior Fishing Day and the Handicap Fishing day which were all held at the Leavenworth National Fish Hatchery Complex. Members cleaned 1500+ trout at the Kids Fishing Day.

The chapter and Cove Resort hosted a Family Fishing Derby and a Handicap Fishing Day at Fish Lake. We also held a Kids Fishing Derby at the Blackbird Acclimation/Kids Fishing Pond. All events were very successful.

The Chapter added another school district to our Salmon in the Classroom Program. Entiat School District is the latest addition; they join Cascade and Cashmere School Districts. The chapter now has a total of seven tanks being utilized within the 3 districts. The chapter is looking at expanding the program to the Beaver Valley School within the Cascade School District, Orondo School and Chelan School Districts in 2011. 

The chapter topped the year off with our annual Christmas party at the Leavenworth Golf Course (Wild Huckleberry). There were over 70 attendees and they brought bags of groceries to be donated to the local food bank. The groceries filled up the back of two SUVs. A good time was had by all; if you weren’t able to attend this year’s function hopefully you can next year.

The chapter continues to sell smoked salmon; Dan’s Food Market is now selling our product along with Marson and Marson. If you are in need of some smoked salmon (it is really good) you can get at the above businesses or call George Lang (548-5522) or myself (548-7526).
